919 Welcome

925 Apologies for absence

926 Notice of Vacancies / co-option of new members

There are five vacancies on the parish council, so co-options can now take place.  Notices will be put up to advertise the vacancies, and co-option can take place at the next meeting.  All were reminded to fill in the declaration of expenses return, even if it is a nil return, also acceptance of office and declaration of interest forms had been distributed and need to be completed.

927 Declaration of Members’ Interests

None.
928 Submissions from Members of the Public

A parishioner asked what was happening in respect of Coombe Glen Lane.  Cllr Bamford confirmed that the group had met with Highways representatives from the county council on 9th April and this issue was discussed.  In summary the county council had visited the site but did not feel that any priority work was needed.  They agreed to write direct to the resident.

The resident confirmed that no letter had been received, however he had spoken to Simon Wheeler who had informed him that a meeting was taking place and he would be kept up to date.  Clearly this was not happening.  The resident will provide the Chairman with pictures showing the issues. It was agreed that this would be raised again at the next working group meeting.
929 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th March 2018
The Chairman signed and initialled the pages.  The following matters arising were discussed:
Paragraph 906: Following a footpath review it was confirmed with the county council that they don’t inspect pavements, and they are unlikely to be repaired as most estates are in a similar condition.  It was suggested issues are reported via the fix my street” website. 
Discussion took place on the Up Hatherley Way cycle path and it was felt that this had been poorly managed, running over time.  The Poplars junction has been marked out and this should be completed soon.  Cllr Willcox suggested there was a need for a crossing to be installed at this junction to the footpath by the farm shop.  Cllr Whyborn responded that despite asking the county council for this they felt it was unnecessary especially now that the farm shop has closed.
Paragraph 907:  Tenders for work on the greens have been requested, and the closing date is 10th May.  Once these have been reviewed it s hoped work can commence before the growing season.  A site meeting with the successful bidder will be carried out prior to any work commencing.
The Clerk was asked to speak to Chris Mason to clarify the situation with the electrical point on the green.

Regarding the dog bins the new Footpaths group were asked to follow this up and get a list of locations.  Cllr Whyborn suggested that we gain agreement in principle from the borough council before any bins are purchased.

Paragraph 908: The Chairman will speak to Shurdington PC re a discuss a possible joint social evening to celebrate the successful protection of the Chargrove Triangle.
Paragraph 910: The debris in the Chargrove triangle has been followed up and it is confirmed that it is naturally occurring, so no action is needed.

Paragraph 911:  The potholes by Morrison’s have been patched and a scheme is in place to resurface part of the road at the end of May.

Paragraph 916: The hanging baskets should go up at the beginning of June.  An issue has occurred with plants being removed from the fixed containers at the hall.  Investigations have suggested that someone living locally has removed them.  It was agreed that we should replant, however concerned was expressed that they ay be removed again, so the situation will need to be monitored.
Over 20 people attended the boundary walk, and Cllr Johnes will do a write up for the website.

All were for extensions except 83 Kingscote which was a parch.  Neighbours objected to 108 Broad Oak Way in respect of the property being turned into six bedrooms with car parking problems in the already overcrowded road.  Despite our sympathetic support as the original plans had already been passed in principle we could only confirm our agreement for offices to make a delegated decision.
932 Footpaths and Open Spaces
Pocket Park

Cllr Whyborn has sent final price and scheme to the county council, and as a street works licence is needed the cost may increase by £400, bring it to around £2,500.  All present were in agreement that this was acceptable and therefore Cllr Whyborn will ask the borough council to go ahead.
Public Rights of Way (PRoW)
Evidence forms are nearly ready, Cllr Willcox is just chasing signatures on a few.
933 Highways and Transportation
Cllr Whyborn will take over this agenda item so there is no report for the meeting.  He will liaise with the county council to set up the next working group meeting.  The Chairman confirmed that he has the keys and spare batteries for the VAS, which is currently outside the hall.  It has had 4,000 hits, which confirms concerns about speeding on the road.  This will be raised at the working group.
