
Up Hatherley Parish Council: Minutes of a Parish Council Meeting, held at the Village Hall, Cold Pool Lane, Up Hatherley, on Tuesday 5th March 2019, at 7.30 pm.

1002 Members Present

1003 Welcome

The Chairman welcomed all to the meeting and introduced Andrew Ponting who had expressed an interest in joining the parish council.  
1004 Apologies for absence 
N. Holden and R. Johnes.
1005 Co-option of new members

Andy Ponting introduced himself to the meeting.  He informed members that he had lived in the parish since the 1990’s and although retired is active in the area.  Cllr Worsley proposed that he join the parish council and Cllr S Bamford seconded.  All agreed that Mr Ponting be co-opted onto the parish council, and he joined the meeting.

There are two vacancies remaining on the parish council.
1006 Declaration of Members’ Interests

None.
1007 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 8th January 2019
There was one spelling error re Runnymede on page 3 where the “a” should be deleted.  The Chairman signed the minutes and initialled the pages.
1008 Matters Arising from the Minutes
990 - The bin by the Caernarvon Road shops was discussed.  The Clerk will contact Ubico re costs to empty should a bin be positioned by the bus stop.
992 – Contact has been made with both the Chair and Clerk of Shurdington PC re the Chargrove Lane nature reserve, however no response to date which is disappointing.  The Chairman will chase.

992 – The Chairman noted that the a better question to the residents of the former M&G site would have been whether they wanted to be within Up Hatherley or Badgeworth, rather whether they wanted to be within  Tewkesbury or Cheltenham
999 – web email addresses, the Clerk confirmed that Cllr Johnes had been looking at options.

Working Group Reports 

1009 Planning and Strategy   
Cllr Worsley’s reported that there had been no applications since the last meeting.  He raised concern about people parking all day at the Caernarvon Court shops, however there were mixed views about whether this was a problem.  It was agreed that a suggestion be made to the shops to place notices suggesting that parking should be limited, so Cllr Worsley will follow this up.
There is no further progress on the Under One Roof Project as the meeting has been postponed.

1010 Footpaths and Open Spaces
Public Rights of Way (PRoW) - Cllr Willcox informed the meeting that the consultation will start shortly.  This will be with interested groups such as the county council, the borough council and other interested parties.  
Bins – Cllr Houlton displayed a map of the parish and all the litter and dog bins, and the potential need for additional bins.  It was agreed that Fernleigh Green needs a bin, but possibly the extra one on Long Mynd Green could be moved there.  There is also one at the end of Greatfield Lane which it was suggested could be moved to the end of the Poplars.  The Chairman asked whether there were any statistics on how full the bins get; however this was not known.  Discussion also tool place on whether a bin was needed in the Gardenia Grove area and on Hatherley Road towards Dean Close.  The working group agreed to consider these proposals further.
1011 Highways and Transportation
Cllr Whyborn presented his report, which is attached as Appendix A.   The Chairman reminded members that we were lucky to have the engagement of the local highways officer, but it is difficult to get him keep this engagement so we need to be careful and keep to sensible priorities.
Cllr Whyborn confirmed that several items had been completed including:

· Re-surfacing Hatherley Road near Heron Close
· Fixing of broken drain on Up Hatherley Way.

· Hatherley Road pavement worst parts resurfaced.
· Cleared drain blockages on Sunnyfield roundabout 
Items still outstanding include:

· Patching of worst areas of Broad Oak Way carriageway, 
· “Pocket” Park – Wards Rd – complete just awaiting tree planting 

· Large puddle spanning new cycleway towards Sunnyfield roundabout.
· Cycleway Up Hatherley Way - better lane markings and reduced number of bicycle markings on the carriageway. 

 

· Redefine lane marking (i.e. 2 lanes) on the approach to Cold Pool Lane / Sunnyfield roundabout from Hatherley Road.
· Patching Long Mynd Avenue carriageway.
· Mobile VAS now extended to Hatherley Road near Heron Close.

The 20mph scheme was discussed in some detail, and Cllr Whyborn presented the following motion:

“Up Hatherley Parish Council (UHPC) notes that some £62,000 of S106 money remains unspent from the opening of ASDA in 2011/12, which is allocated to traffic calming/related measures in Benhall, the Reddings and Up Hatherley. The Council wants to understand Gloucestershire County Council’s (GCC’s) intentions for addressing this. UHPC is keen to work with GCC, CBC, other stake-holders and local Councillors to progress this subject. UHPC is favourable to a range of measures, including but not limited to 20 mph wide area limits and VAS signs, though generally not on major suburban roads. UHPC is keen to work with adjoining parishes and areas in promoting progress on this subject. Finally, UHPC note that any proposed schemes should address not only road safety, but also issues of air quality, congestion and of course whether there is public support.”

Cllr S. Bamford proposed the motion and Cllr Whyborn seconded, a vote was taken, and all were in favour.

2. Painting Quotes: Three quotes have been sourced for painting the interior of the village hall, including the hallway, toilets and main hall.  Discussions took place around the quotes and the potential quality of the painters.  Cllr Bamford proposed that the lowest quote be accepted, and Cllr Houlton seconded.  Following a brief discussion, a vote was taken and the motion was carried with 11 votes for and one against. Cllr Fowler asked that his opposition be noted.

1013 Police and Community Safety Update
Cllr Young presented his report which is shown at Appendix B.  Cllr Young highlighted that there will be a neighbourhood watch event on the 10th April in the village hall from 6pm, and flyers are being progressed for delivery to the whole parish.  It is also intended to advertise the event by way of the schools and posters in other locations.
The recent bike marking had been a huge success and it is recommended that a further event take place.  103 bikes were marked which is the most done in a single event.

Crime stats are presented in the appendix and have been updated for the increased parish size.  Up Hatherley remains the lowest crime rate for Cheltenham.

1014 Communications and Village Hall

Cllr Johnes was not present; however Cllr Furley introduced the item on digital mapping software.  He reported that the parish council has access to the GIS development officer at Cheltenham BC, who can be asked to provide various maps of the parish, currently at no cost to the parish council.  It was agreed that Cllr Furley will progress.

1015 Social and Recreation

Cllr S. Bamford reported that the summer gardens working group will meet shortly, a new sponsor is needed for the Mobile Homes category, so this will be progressed, and Manor by the Lake is all booked for the presentation evening on 8th July.  

The boundary walk will take place on the 11th May.  Cllr S Bamford asked that all start to think about another event that could be held, all ideas welcome.

1016 Any Other Business

An informal meeting was held between members to look at the direction of the parish council and notes taken and distributed to all members.  It was noted that if more formal meeting are required and a sub committee process initiated, these meetings would need to be held in the hall, have formal minutes and be open to the public. 

Photos have been received about parking issues once again at Lakeside School.  These will be forwarded to Cllr Young, who will liaise with the Headteacher at the school.

1017 Next Meeting

The next meeting will be the Annual Parish Meeting on 2nd April 2019, and the next parish council meeting will be the 7th May 2019.

Action RV

· Patching Long Mynd Avenue carriageway, low number end, postponed till 2019/20
· Mobile VAS now extended to Hatherley Road near Heron Close. System works but is cumbersome and heavy
1) 20 mph scheme 

A scheme from Borough members and County member for the Benhall & Up Hatherley County division was tabled. Parish needs to take a view of the principles not the details.

Namely 20 mph of residential roads which are not main roads. So not Hatherley Road except outside school, Alma Road or UH Way, and query over roads such as Greatfield Lane.

Action RW/AB

County favouring a higher-level strategic study across town or even whole county, and which should include a view on Safety, Air Quality and Congestion, and public support. However, RV agreed to take scheme away and talk to other senior officers. Agreed to explore strategy over a wider area such as SW Cheltenham. Key issue is funding (which exists in our county division).

Action RV & SW (ongoing)
2) Parish next priorities – Footways – minor works priorities:

1) Kingscote Road West bend (odd no side either side of number 75) 

2) Footpath Long Mynd Avenue – Pembroke Road – Caernarvon road 

3) Broad Oak Way back roads (i.e. next to carriageways) **

4) Carmarthen Road and  Long Mynd  Avenue – need a walkover to determine priority **

· Action RV within GCC budget priorities– all items

· Action SW/RV/RW to determine priorities **

5) Caernarvon Road. This is a major work, to be carried out in conjunction with road (below)

3) Parish next priorities – Carriageways – minor works:

1) Hatherley Road slip Road by Coney Gree, planned in  2018/19.

Action RV
4) Caernarvon Road (Hatherley Road to pinch points) major work and design study

· Re-surface Caernarvon Road, at the same time resurface footways, remove humps, and replace with other suitable traffic calming such as long platform alongside Caernarvon Park,





Action RV
Design study is completed and includes three options at Caernarvon Park as follows

1. Chicane + humps at each end of the park

2. Splitter island + humps at each end of the park

3. Platform all along the park

Incorporation with as part of 20 mph wide area scheme is a separate issue.

Crime & Statistics 

Anti-social behaviour continues to be the largest area of crime in the Parish.   Crime stats for 2018 - 2014-2017 are shown below.  2018 Stats include the New Wards. Statistically the New wards have added around 25% to the reported incidents.  Also included is a comparison for 2018 the rest of Cheltenham.  At time of writing January & February 2019 are not published.

If you've recently submitted a tax return, don’t be caught out by bogus HMRC contacts claiming you're owed a tax rebate.  

A newly reported incident is - attaching a plastic bag inside the letter box to stop letters falling to the floor so they can be recovered. The criminals had fraudulently applied for Credit Cards in the Householders name!
