694 Chairman’s Introduction
The Chairman welcomed everyone and signed the previous minutes with one minor date correction. Unanimously agreed.
695 Declaration of Members’ Interests

None declared.
696 Submissions from Members of the Public
A parishioner requested the Parish Council investigate a long-standing pothole on Long Mynd Avenue which Cllr. Worsley agreed to do.
697 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th January 2016
Cllr Worsley proposed and Cllr Mason seconded and all were agreed that the minutes represented an accurate account of the meeting.  The Chairman signed and initialled the pages.
698 Matters Arising from Approved Minutes 
· Cllr. Whyborn had applied on the Council’s behalf for funding from the GCC Community Chest to acquire two lights for the Broad Oak Way footpath.

· Signage for the sleeper benches was being actively pursued.

· There was more support for Option 2 on the proposed changes to the D Bus route but also for the status quo. Stagecoach will be deciding soon.

· A litter pick is being held by Greatfield Park School with questions asked about whether Lakeside School would also help.

· The K & F buses were to be amalgamated and run an hourly service along the ring road, including a detour around Symphony Road on the old M & G development site.

· A parishioner had pointed out the amount of litter on Cold Pool Lane but this was not in our parish.

· Cllr. Banyard said a private individual picked up litter early every morning around Caernarvon Court and it was agreed the person should be identified and given a community award.

· Mainly applications for extensions of various sizes.  
· The Lakeside School extension is now up and running. Will there be an Open Day?

· Rippledale Close was a second hearing after neighbours' objections.

· Wallace House was for a construction to house mobility scooters.

· 9 Timperley Way was impossible to assess accurately because the online OS map extract could not be opened, hence we qualified our decision.

· 254 Hatherley Road appeared to be a large extension but with no location map, hence we qualified our decision.

· A letter from Cheltine describing itself as “a small family business” was less than convincing and Cllr. Worsley had not received a reply to his questions about why Alma Road Garage was given notice to quit.

702 Management of Open Spaces
· Cllr Whyborn drew attention to the Borough Council’s Register of Assets of Community Value, and the option available to the Parish Council to bid for the inclusion of any essential local non-domestic properties, eg The Hatherley Inn.

· Parish/Town Council Questionnaire attached.

· The JCS inspector had commented that Cheltenham had more than its fair share of projected housing compared to Gloucester and Tewkesbury.

703 Highways Group
· Cllr. Mason said two VASF speed signs had been purchased to be erected on metal poles secured by padlocks.

· Wards Road would hopefully be resurfaced in April.

· Parking and dropping off children outside Lakeside School was a problem still being addressed but there was no simple solution. Various suggestions were made but painting new double yellow lines would be expensive. Cllr. Whyborn, however, said that now was a good time to request new road markings generally. It was agreed that the triangle of pavement abutting Wards Road might be suitable for planters which might deter motorists from misusing the area by parking on the pavement.

· It would not be easy to trim the foliage on the Sunnyfield Lane roundabout which needed to be grassed over with smaller shrubs to improve vision across it. Might County Cllr. Wheeler have some money available to help?

· Cllr. Fowler said the triangle of borough council land adjoining the M & G site was overgrown and potentially dangerous. Cllr. Whyborn agreed to pursue this.

Cllr. Cassell asked if there was a possibility of the church car park being used by Lakeside School when big events took place.
