869 Welcome
The Chairman welcomed all those present to the meeting. 

870 Apologies for absence 
Cllr. G. Cassell 
871 Declaration of Members’ Interests

None.
872 Co-option of New Member
The Chairman welcomed John Wells, and all present were in agreement that he be co-opted.  John joined the meeting.
873 Submissions from Members of the Public
The junction of Hatherley Road and Hollis Road was raised.  Concern had previously been raised about the safety of the junction, however no action had been taken and Cllr Wheeler had not responded to the parishioner.  Parking outside the hall was also making visibility poor, and cars using the hall should use the church car park.  The Chairman confirmed that users of the hall are encouraged to use the church car park where possible, however from previous discussions with the county council the parish council had been advised that a mirror at the junction was not feasible on safety grounds.  Cllr Mason is aware of the issue and will raise again with Rob Vale from the county council.  There is also a consultation out from Cheltenham BC to reduce speed limits on certain roads, so this may assist.  In the meantime, the issue will be kept on the agenda, and a representative from the borough council will be invited to a future meeting.
A parishioner asked why it had taken so long to get the pavement repaired by Caernarvon Court, and the Chairman responded that it had been an enforcement matter and there is a process that needs to be followed by the borough council.  The same parishioner then asked why the parish council had requested the road works that had taken place several years ago in Coombe Glen, and resulted in poor drainage on the road.  The Chairman responded that the request had not come from the parish council, but rather a resident who had reported an issue direct to the county council.

A representative from HashTag thanked the parish council for their support with the recent Chargrove application.  To date there had been over 600 objections.  He asked If the parish council would support with printing costs, and all agreed that we would match fund with Shurdington parish council up to approximately £150.

A parishioner noted that page 139 of the JCS removes Chargrove and in the Inspector’s report it was very clear that this area was outside of the JCS.  It was recommended that residents are informed not to engage with Redcliffe.  The Chairman reported that an article is going into the Parish Record.
874 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 5th September 2017

The minutes were signed and the following matters arising were discussed:

Paragraph 856: Rob Vale will be invited to the next meeting as he was unable to attend tonight.
Paragraph 856:  
· enforcement has been carried out.
· Rob Vale is looking at the traffic order re the 30mph sign on the Cold Pool Lane roundabout.  It is hoped that the sign can be moved under the existing order to site it further up the road.
Paragraph 839: The Chairman has met with our MP Alex Chalk to discuss the siting of a school in the area of greenbelt known as the Chargrove Triangle.  Mr Chalk  agreed that a school would not appropriate development in this area and it is hoped that he  will lobby appropriately.
Paragraph 842: The ground has been surveyed and it is hoped the VAS poles will be installed shortly.
Paragraph 848: The community governance review responses have now been collated. In area 1 two-thirds of the  responses were in favour of becoming part of Up Hatherley whilst in area 2 the vote was 51% against 49% for.  The borough council working group will now meet, and it is hoped that they will confirm that area 1 should become a part of Up Hatherley..
Paragraph 857: The Chairman has responded to Mr Broad on behalf of the parish council.

Members thanked Les Godwin re the work that he had done on the JCS, and the support that he had given to the parish council to protect the greenbelt.  The Chairman asked all those present to object to the Redcliffe application via the Tewkesbury Borough Council website by 16th November.

876 Management of Open Spaces
Pocket Park

Cllr Whyborn noted that he had spoken once again to residents opposite the site, and it has been agreed that backs would be put on the benches facing away from their properties.  A revised map was circulated, along with a re-costed proposal.  Members were informed that Tesco had delayed making a decision on funding, however we need to make a commitment by May otherwise we will lose the funding from the borough council.
Cllr Whyborn also attended a meeting at Lakeside school and they are keen to contribute, and it was agreed that Cllr Whyborn should respond positively to this request.  Cllr Young thought that there may be some school funding that would be available.
Open Spaces

Cllr Whyborn informed the meeting that the three green spaces that we had identified in previous meetings for protected status have been identified as such in the Cheltenham Borough Local Plan.  .

Public Rights of Way (PRoW)
A pack has now been received from the county council, and an article will go into the Record.  This will be to gain public support and evidence for the adoption of the proposed additional PRoW.  There is also a landowner form that will need to be completed.
877 Highways Report
Cllr Mason tabled his written report.  It was asked what was happening with the Amey contract, and Cllr Mason reported that he had heard that it would not be renewed.  The borough councils have been asked if they want to take on more responsibility for roads in their areas, but there is no further progress with this.  The Chairman reported that at the chartered parishes meeting it was suggested that Amey would not be awarded a future contract.
It was noted that the pavements in Coombe Glen were difficult to walk on, so the Chairman offered to review their condition Cllr Whyborn suggested that a letter needs to come from the parish council to cover the whole of the parish as there are other areas that are just as bad that need looking at.  It was agreed that the highways group will look into this.  Cllr Mason informed the meeting that a walk has been done previously and a list passed to Rob Vale at the county council.  He agreed that another walk will take place and a new list created.
The Chairman highlighted that at the  Cold Pool Lane roundabout with Up Hatherley Way and Sunnyfield Lane when approaching from the Hatherley Road direction it was unclear which of the two lanes cars going straight across should be in. A simple solution would be arrows painted on the road in each lane. It was agreed to add this on to the items for discussion with the Local Highways Officer.  The chairman also reported that the borough council had sent a consultation for a 20mph zones in the parish.  On first review there seemed a few anomalies, and Cllr Whyborn confirmed that he had put in a query already as he had also picked this up.  He has been assured that the inclusion of Grovefield Way and Up Hatherley Way is a mistake, and the logic for the other routes is that they are bus routes.

Cllr Mason informed the meeting that this had been tried in Bristol, where a lot of money had been spent to implement it, but it had not made a significant difference to traffic speeds and road safety.

879 Recreation & Culture

It was noted that the Parish Voice had disappeared now that the Echo had moved to a weekly distribution.  Cllr Worsley reported that the Record was going well, and that Mary Nelson had provided an excellent article on the trees at Chargrove.  Proofs have now gone out for checking, and he asked that if members have difficulty with delivery to let him know.
880 Crime and Community Safety Update

· Neighbourhood Watch

Until last week we had no real response from the neighbourhood watch coordinators so have postponed the proposed NW newsletter and Parish meeting until the New Year. Cllr Young has had a telephone conversation with Bob Lloyd who is going to send through dates in November for another meeting to try and progress things.  He confirmed thatthe Chief Constable will provide a supporting statement for the questionnaire that it is hoped to circulate to residents.

· Community Alerts

Gloucestershire Constabulary have created a new “Your Community Alerts” messaging System. This will be used to circulate messages from all parts of the constabulary including Neighbourhood Watch. Messages can also be received from Fire & Rescue, Crime Commissioners Office etc. As a Parish Council we would also be able to link these messages in through our Website and ultimately social media.
· Crime & Statistics 

The Police Media Section have created flyers in regards to home burglary risks and a checklist to use to help protect the home.  Anti-social behaviour continues to be the largest area of crime in the Parish.

881 Village Hall

The Clerk reported that a regular user, now cancelled, owed £300 due to not paying for use of the hall during May – July.  Despite many emails promising to pay nothing has been received, and a final warning letter has been sent.  All were in agreement that legal action commence to recover the funds. 
882 Social & Community
The Chairman noted that when the residents survey was carried out earlier this year litter was highlighted as a significant concern, so he suggested that the council invest in some additional litter bins.  It was agreed that locations would be thought about and this would go on the next agenda.  Cllr Wilcox noted that they were going to do a litter pick as part of the health group walk but this had not been progressed to date.  If a litter pick is an organised event the borough council will provide all the equipment.  Cllr Wilcox will bring some suggestions to the next meeting about siting of litter bins.

Website
Cllr Johnes reported that the new site was live, and that we were using the free service from Hugo Fox.  The format is all agreed so we now just need the content and photos, so Cllr Johnes will send an email to all with requirements.  Hosting for the old site expires in March and Elaine Lawrence will check that it is not on auto renew.  It was confirmed that the domain name remains as uphatherleypc.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Johnes for all his work on this.

Other issues

· Cllr S Bamford noted that we had  previously agreed to install a defibrillator at the hall, and she has now determined the best package, which includes training for up to 12 people.  Fitting would be extra, and cost is £1500 plus vat.  Cllr S Bamford will send the link to the clerk to order.
· Carol singing will take place as usual on Christmas eve. Urns have been ordered and refreshment arrangements sorted.

· There is an entry form for the gardens competition on the website, and a copy will go in the record.

· The boundary walk has been arranged for 6th May, 1-5pm starting and ending at the hall.  The hall has been booked for tea afterwards.
