763 Declaration of Members’ Interests

764 Submissions from Members of the Public
Nothing was raised by those present.
765 Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 6th September 2016
Cllr Worsley proposed and Cllr Ward seconded that the minutes be approved.  The Chairman signed the minutes and initialled the pages.
766 Matters Arising from Approved Minutes 
The Chairman noted the following that would be addressed or were on the agenda for further discussion later in the meeting:
· Local Plan – this would be discussed later.

· 748 – Badgeworth and Shurdington Parish Councils had been contacted re the dangers of downgrading from greenbelt to greenspace.

· 748 – The tree at Caernarvon Court had been taken down and the tenants were liaising re repairing the footpath.  Cost estimates were being obtained and so far three of the five businesses had agreed to contribute.  The Chairman asked if members would support a contribution from the PC, and all were in agreement up to £350.
· 748 – Cllr Mason reported that he had had a response re the mirror at Hollis Gardens, and had been advised by the County Council that such an installation was not current policy.  Further information would be sought.

· The Village Hall gates had been refurbished and re-installed.

767 Police and Community Safety update
Cllr Young presented his report which is attached as Annex A.  Cllr Young had worked out the boundary and presented figures of crimes in purely Up Hatherley shown in Annex A.  He agreed to try and create this on a regular basis so that trends could be identified.  Cllr Worsley queried which shops had been targeted for theft, and Cllr Young suggested it was most likely Morrisons.  

Cllr Young queried whether it would be worth getting the Police to attend a meeting; however the Chairman thought that that would be better left until there was a specific issue that they wished to raise so that police time could be better utilised.
The Chairman thanked Cllr Young for his report, and also referred members to a recent article in the Echo headed “Beat the Burglar”, which offered useful information and a checklist for householders.

* The Avenue Lodge owner had requested permission to fell two willow trees and pollard two more to which the Council had lodged great exception and demanded to know why the earlier promises to landscape the premises had never been carried out.

+ The application to build yet more houses in the Chargrove Lane Triangle was vigorously opposed in support of the earlier objection by Shurdington PC in whose parish the land lay.

Further discussion took place at the meeting re the Avenue Lodge application, and it was queried why Cheltenham BC were not taking enforcement action as the conditions of the last application had still not been met.  It was agreed that Cllr Ward would follow the matter up on behalf of the Parish Council with CBC to understand what they were doing.  Cllr Mason queried why there were no protection orders on the trees, and it was agreed that they were all under TPO’s. 

770 Management of Open Spaces
Nothing further.
771 Footpaths / Rights of Way
Cllr Willcox reported that he had the map of the Parish and after the meeting would lay it out for members and parishioners to view.  Many of the footpaths were already protected as they were shown on the map.  A web link had been circulated where members could compare the parish footpaths now, to those in the past to ensure that they were captured.  Cllr Worsley would include the web link in the Parish Record.
The Chairman queried where they were with the survey for Gary Stacey.  However, as that was not purely footpath related it was agreed that the last email would be circulated, and all would feed back to the Chairman their views on the proposals.

772 Highways Group Report
Cllr Mason presented his report which is attached at Annex B.

A query was raised as to why some street lights had been replaced with the new LEDs but not others.  Cllr Mason reported that all would eventually be done, so it might just be that priority had been given to first those most needing replacement.  It was queried whether the new street lights gave a lower level of illumination and therefore encouraged crime.  However, Cllr Mason informed the meeting that the issue was one of visibility.  The new lights shone downwards, and thereby avoided any upward scatter effect, i.e. if you were looking out from a first floor level and above, more of the street would appear to be in darkness.
Cllr Young noted that the new car wash had increased the traffic at the junction with the Poplars on Up Hatherley Way.  It was confirmed that previous requests had been made for either a roundabout or a central refuge for turning traffic.  These had all been rejected.  Our County Councillor was currently taking the matter up again.  Cllr Mason confirmed that the new VAS would not be located that far up Up Hatherley Way.

Police & Community Safety Report 1 November 2016

1. Crime Statistics.
I am beginning to be able to get further detail from the Crime reports to try and focus more on the Parish. Attached is a more focussed map for criminal activity in August 2016. Apologies for the writing! Is this area sufficient for our needs?

2. Cllr. Adrian Bamford , Cllr. Rich Johnes and I had our first meeting of the Police and Community Safety Group in October.  The consensus from our discussions was to initially focus our attention on Neighbourhood Watch within the Parish.
Bob Lloyd the Neighbourhood Watch Coordinator for Gloucestershire has supplied his list of Registered Neighbourhood Watch schemes by street for Hatherley. This amounted to an amazing 62 listings.  Unfortunately many of the Listings are not actually in the Parish!
Cllr Rich Johnes has taken this and will create an actual Parish listing we can work from.  I will then get Bob Lloyd to supply contact details so we can then find out what the actual status is on the ground. We also need to try and help Bob fill in what appear to be large gaps e.g. there is nothing listed for Caernarvon Road.


3. Crimestoppers are/have sent our Ambassadors Certificate & some posters to The Clerk. I have sent copy to Cllr Peter Worsley for inclusion in the Parish Record.
They have now been asked to do a presentation at the next C5 Meeting.
I have now also been asked to join the Crimestoppers Gloucestershire Board as an individual.  Is this OK as far as the Parish Council is concerned?

· Up Hatherley Way Street Name sign has been fix. (Need to check for myself)

· Carmarthen Road footpaths Rob has agreed they are in need of attention.  Going forward to be scheduled.  Not sure when works will happen at this stage.

· Kingscote road East/West pavements are scheduled for repairs this year.

· Mirror at Hatherley Road/Hollis Road junction County policy is now not to install mirrors on the highway.

· Sunnyfield Lane order for “No through road” and “Unsuitable for HGV” signs has been placed.

· Request for “M5 plate” to be added to road sign on Up Hatherley Way to assist trucks at roundabout so they do not go down Sunnyfield Lane.

· Order placed to resurface Caernarvon Road at two entrances to Morrison’s supermarket.

· Posts for VAS on order, which is being chased.  Probable delay due to folding posts not being a stock item and manufacturing time
