709 Election of Chairman
Cllr P Worsley nominated S Fowler and Cllr Johnes seconded with all in agreement.  Cllr Fowler retained the chair.

716 Submissions from Members of the Public
One submission had been received in advance of the meeting.  This related to a planning application for 18 Kingscote Road East.  The Chairman explained that the parish council had no executive authority, and that all decisions would be in the hands of the planners at the borough council.  The council can however make representations where they are within the rules of planning.  The parishioner laid out her concerns and read out a letter that she intended to send to the planning team.  In essence the concern was that this was an extension on a extension, and was being shown as an annex, when it clearly was not.  Cllr Worsley stated that the plans he had been sent were misleading, and the extent of the development was not clear.  Looking at the plans held by the parishioner it was much easier to see the concern.
It was agreed that Cllr Worsley would send additional comments on the concerns raised on the following grounds:
· extension on an extension which is contrary to planning law

· the total amount of the extension is more than the original footprint of the house

· the extension will harm the street scene

· the extension will harm the amenities of adjoining properties

It would also be recommended that any decision on this application should be made by committee.

The Chairman took the following comments from the floor.  
· Have the parish council taken steps to identify all the footpaths in the parish, as under the Countryside Act they must be registered by 2026, otherwise they can be built over.  It was agreed that this will be passed on to Cllr Willcox as it may involve an extended piece of work to identify what is already registered and what is missing.  It was agreed that this should also cover the wider parish including the footpaths that used to be part of Up Hatherley.

The Chairman signed the minutes and initialled the pages
718 Matters Arising from Approved Minutes 
· 697, signage is being pursued by Cllr Whyborn for the benches
· 698, the bus revised loop in the end was pretty much keeping the current route but stopping the far end of the loop in Warden Hill

· 703, Wards Road resurfacing has been postponed until July

· 703, The Chairman has spoken to Tracey Crews re the unadopted triangle of land at Cold Pool Lane.  She confirmed it remains unadopted and Bloor Homes are responsible for maintaining.

Actions from the APM - the chairman confirmed that the bench for David Hall had been purchased, however we are still waiting for Tewkesbury to finalise the legal pack before the tender process for the management of the field can be concluded.  A parishioner pointed out that the delays are resulting in the sports field becoming unusable.  The grass is over 6 inches and the ground has become waterlogged.

719 Police and Community Safety update
Cllr Young reported that following the Annual Parish Meeting he has had a response from the PCSO Debbie Hurcombe.  She is going to arrange, with cllr Young, a meeting of all the PCSO's covering the area.  

Cllr Young also reported that he had been speaking to other local parishes and is trying to liaise with them on what we want to improve, in particular the information provided in the crime statistics.
